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OZ: Genis bir kullanim alam bulunan jeotermal kaynaklar bakimindan {ilkemiz énemli bir
potansiyele sahiptir. Jeotermal kaynaklar ve mineralli sular devletin hiikiim ve tasarrufunda
olup arzin miilkiyetine sahip degildir. 927 sayili yasa geregince il Ozel Idareleri devlet adina
bu kaynaklar isletmektedir. Dolayisi ile kaynaklar ile ¢evresindeki arazilerin %90’ 1 kamuya
ait olup Ozel Idare (Belediyeler) tarafindan isletilmektedir. Arama, isletme, cesitli kullanim,
degerlendirme ve denetleme ile ilgili konular uygulamalara ait yetkiler 6 bakanliga
dagilmistir. Yeterli mevzuat ve kurumlar arasinda iletisim, koordinasyon olmadig: i¢in yetki
kargasasi yasanmakta dolayisi ile sektoriin onii tikanmakta, yatirimlar gecikmektedir.

Son on yilda jeotermal kaynaklarin degerlendirilmesinde eskiye gore Onemli bir artis
olmustur. Ozellikle 1sitma ve kaplica uygulamalarinda hizli bir gelisme goriilmektedir.
Uluslar arasi begeni alan jeotermal merkezi sehir 1sitma proje ve yatirimlari yapilmistir
(Balgova/izmir).

Jeotermal kaynaklarin degerlendirilmesine yonelik talep ve uygulamalarin artmasina karsin
yeterli mevzuat ve denetim olmamasi nedeni ile asir1 iiretim, yanlis kullanma, uygun olmayan
malzeme ve proje uygulamasi sonunda rezervuar parametreleri olumsuz yonde etkilenmis,
cevre kirliligi olugsmustur. Uzmanlarca yapilmayan proje ve yatirimlar sonunda ekonomik
olmayan olumsuz yatirim ve isletmeler yaratilmistir. Baz1 yatirnmlar su yetersizligi ve yanlis
teknoloji kullanimi nedeniyle yarim kalmstir.

Sektordeki olumsuz yap1 ve sorunlart ¢6zmek, yatirimlari tesvik etmek, 6z varligimiz olan ve
iilke ekonomisine, sosyal hayata biiylik katkisi olabilecek jeotermali gelistirebilmemiz igin
cagdas bir yasa ve yonetmeliklere gerek vardir. Son on yil i¢inde konu ile ilgili pek ¢ok yasa
taslagi hazirlanmistir. Bugiin T.B.M.M de Genel Kurul’a inecek yasa taslagi ile Jeoloji
Miihendisleri Odasi’nin hazirlamis oldugu 6neri taslak giindemdedir.

Bildiride kurumlarin yetki ve uygulamalari, sektordeki yanlisliklar, sorunlar, yasa taslaklari
konusunda goriisler yer almaktadir.

ABSTRACT: Turkey is rich in geothermal resources and has the chance to take advantage of
it by making usage of this great potential in various fields. Geothermal resources and mineral
waters are owned by the Turkish Government. Therefore no private owner-ship exists. In
general the state power is transferred to the municipalities; so that the local powers are
authorised to make their own decisions in administrating and managing geothermal
resourcces. Today 90% of these resources and the land they take place in, are managed for
investment by the municipalities. The general authority to make a decision on research,
investment, production, evaluation and control is distrubuted among six ministries.
Unfortunately inadequant legistative articles, poor tele-communication and infficient
coordination and cooperation among them play great role in influencing these authorities to
conflict with each other and the disagreements reach confusion; vital projects to bring
dynamism into the sector are put aside; the investments are delayed.



Compared to the previous periods a positive trend is being observed during the last decade in
surveys to invest in geothermal area. Most striking is the rise in the usage of geothermal in
heating and spa. A few geothermal heating projects (Balgova/izmir) were achieved: most of
them admired also abroad.

Although the recent developments in allocating geothermal resources is positive and seem to
be very promising for the future, some bottlenecks that act to hinder such trends are to be
noted: i.e, inadequant legistative arrangements, inefficient control in production ending up
with over loads of output, the usage of inappropriate equipment and materials, are problems
with negative effects on reserv parameters and environmental endowment. No doubt it would
have been much better if the related matters were to be handled by the specialists and market
forces were to rule the conditions. If only it had been the case; most probably some
investment projects incompleted due to insufficient water or inappropriate materials would
have been fullfilled by now.

Facing the problems underlined above, we need to find solutions. The most important would
be to arrange the contemporary geothermal law and regulations for negotiation. During the
last ten years drafts were prepated. Put on the agenda is the proposed draft by the Chamber of
Geological Engineers and the prepared draft now a days to be discussed at the General
Board in the Parliment.

The aim of this paper is to point our view on the structural properties of establishments; the
instutions; their powers and executions, the proceedures; problems, mistakes and legistative
drafts.
